The Personal Project is an independent significant body of work produced over an extended period and pre-

sented in the fifth and final year of the IB programme. It is a product of the studentôs own initiative and repre-

sents the culmination of his/her experience of the IB MYP. It provides an opportunity for the students to ex-

plore a personal passion, to produce a truly creative piece of work of their own choice and to demonstrate the 

skills they have acquired as lifelong learners.  

The Personal Project is written through the lens of at least one of the areas of interaction which form the core 

of the MYP: Approaches to Learning, Community and Service, Health and Social, Environment and Human 

Ingenuity (Human the Maker). 

The IB MYP assessment system is criterion based, and the Personal Project is assessed against seven criteria; 

planning and development; collection of information/resources; choice and application of techniques; analysis 

of information; organization of written work; analysis of process and outcome; personal engagement. 

Our 2011 M5 students completed a wide array of projects including fiction novels, documentaries, internet 

sites, charitable fundraisers, memoirs and inventions. We hope you enjoy reading up on our graduating class 

and look forward to your attendance next year!
